Screw both GPS and GSM antennas

into corresponding connecters on the
device. These will be clearly marked on the
side of the tracker. GPS Signal penetrates
through plastic, wood fabric, and glass;
however, thick metal surfaces or concrete
will reduce its strength. Try to find a
suitable position for the tracker and
antennas bearing the above in mind.

6 Powering Up/Connection

Connect your 103 PRO to your vehicle’s
power supply using the harness provided.
We recommend that this installation is
carried out by an auto electrician. You can
find the wiring diagram on the reverse of
this quick user guide.

Turn the device on and it will automatically
start uploading it’s location.
